RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 
1. Objective: 

To identify youth bowlers who possess talent and potential in the sport of bowling.  Hong Kong Tenpin 
Bowling Congress will provide formal training at least twice a week for those selected bowlers.  

 
2. Eligibility Youth:   
 (1) Hong Kong Identity Card Holder (Permanent Resident) and Hong Kong Special  
   Administrative Region (HKSAR) Passport  

(2) Born on or after January 1, 1997 - 2007 (8 - 18 years old) 
(3) Bowling competition experience is helpful but not necessary 

 
3. Format: 

The program will be held in four different venues on four different dates.  Each bowler will be required to 
bowl 3 games in ANY ONE of the four venues. (Selection Committee reserves the right to change the 
number of the games without prior notice.  The scores will be used for reference only.) 
Selection Committee will assess the potential of all participants. All shortlisted bowlers will be notified.

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RULES: 
 
1. Check-in 

Check-in will open 30 minutes before the scheduled bowling time unless otherwise stated.  For those 
who fail to check-in personally 15 minutes before schedules bowling time, their placings will be 
forfeited.   

 

2. Inclement Weather 
In case Pre-No.8 Special Announcement/Tropical Cyclone Warning Signal No.8 or above/Black 
Rainstorm Warning signed is hoisted 3 hours before the scheduled time of the event competition on the 
day of the selection, the event will be postponed and the date will be further notified.   

 

3. Bowlers' Attire 
 Bowlers in shorts (except Women) and / or singlets or sleeveless T-shirt will not be allowed to bowl.  

Only proper bowling uniforms (Polo Shirt / crew-neck T-shirt) and bowling shoes will be allowed 
during event. 

 

4. Drinking 
The bowlers must not use consume alcohol or alcoholic drink while in selection; i.e. during the entire 
bowling period.  In those instances where it is established that a bowler is in breach of this rule, he/she 
may be sus-pended by the Tournament Technical Committee from the tournament for the games then 
being bowled. 
 

 

5. General 
Any matter which arises out of this Selection and is not covered in this Format and Rules will be 
decided by the Selection Committee with the approval of the Executive Committee whose decision will 
be final and no explanation will be entertained.   

 

6. Special Announcement 
All selected representative will be required to sign an agreement with HKTBC to abide by the rules and 
regulations set by the Executive Committee of HKTBC and must contribute the training fees for the 
year 2015-16.
